BACKGROLND _

e Lasit hosted an Intennational Convention here in St Louds back in 1969, and Lt
was one of the best even held. In 1977, menbens of the Area Council decided £t was
time to bring ihe wonkd's barbenshoppens back to the Gateway City. Compeirition 1o
host these conventions 4is veny keen, but aften a great deak of effornt, our second
bid was approved Lin 1979 and we werne awanrded the 1984 convention. The Convention
Commitic (see onganazalion chart) has been harnd at work evern since, preparing Lo
host 9000 to 10,000 barbernshopperns and thein families grom July 1 Zhrough July §,
1984,

CONVENTION ACTIVITIES

Ubviously the highlight of the convention £s the competiticn 1o sefect the Inten-
national Champion Quanter and Chorus. This fakes place at Kiel Auditonium on Thurs-
dag, Friday and Satunday, July 5, 6. & 7th. The conveniion actually siaris on Sunday
July 184, (the thind day of the V-P Fain) but usually only a few hundred come in
at that time, (about 1000 arnive on Monday, 2000 on Tuesday and 4600 on Wednesday.
There ane nwmenous busdiness meetings of the International Board and Visinici Officens
duning the §insi three days, whife the othen visitons go sightseeing and socialize
and woodshed all arnound the area. The Presdident’'s Lald is on Tuesday evening and Ls
usually ell attended. The ALL Champion Show featurning 11 pasi Inteanational
Champion Quaniet wikl be hedd at Kiel Auditorium on Wednesday night July 4zh, and
ihe Ladies Brneakfast will be Thunsday morning. Tickets to all these events can be

purchased and all are wornth the price, We surely encourage you o atitend one ox
more of them if you can. There will also be a iass Singout downtown of Friday about
10:00 AM.

With convention registrations arriving
daily, the Greater St. Louis Area Asso-
ciation of Chapters is rising to their

Barbershoppers and families will gather
in the heartland of the continent during
the week of July 1-8, just waiting to
be shown the city.

A number of special tours and outings
are planned for conventioneers combin-
ing convention activities with a family
vacation. Each day has a special offering
— Monday, it's Mark Twain’s home
and a riverboat cruise; Tuesday, travel to
St. Charles and Grant’s Farm; Wednes-
day, the Gateway Arch, the Zoo and the
Baseball Hall of Fame in Busch Stadium;
Thursday, Barberteen’s Day at Six Flags
over Mid-America; Friday, tour the
Jefferson Memorial, Bardenheier Winery
and the Museum of Transport; topped
off with a two-day trip through the
Ozark Mountains and Silver Dollar City
once the barbershop festivities end.

All this is scattered between tours of
the city, a trip through Anheuser-Busch
Brewery, Forest Park (site of the 1904
World’s Fair and the Meet Me In St.
Louis, Louis invitational song), Steam-
boat era homes, McDonnell Planetarium,

Jewel Box Floral Conservatory, the
Municipal Opera House, the Art Mu-
seum, the Missouri Historical Society,
the Museum of Science and Industry,
Laumier Park (for you sculpture lovers),
and the Missouri Botanical Gardens.

At night, along the levee, you'll hear
the beat of dixieland jazz and ragtime
piano. Visit the Goldenrod Showboat for
an olde-tyme melodrama. Walk the same
streets where W. C. Handy wrote St
Louis Blues. Quiet night spots offer pano-
ramic views of the city, nestled between
basement discotheques and live bands
for dancing the night away. Who could
ask for more?

And yet there is morel The Show of
Champions on Wednesday night will
be the biggest and probably the best
with the Association of International
Champions struttin’ their stuff. Eleven
of vyour favorite quartets will sing in
the championship style — the Mid-States
Four, Suntones, Schmitt Brothers, Inn-
siders, Bluegrass Student Union, Grand-
ma’s Boys, Classic Collection, Boston
Common, Happiness Emporium and the
1983 Champion Side Street Ramblers.

One annual event happens on Friday
morning at 10 as we all gather to sere-
nade the city for the Mass Sing. We'll

show them the biggest barbershop har-
mony chorus in the world while singing
those favorites in four part harmony.

And when all the competition chords
ring away from Kiel Auditorium, and the
new champions are crowned, the Satur-
day Night Show will complete the singing
activities. This show stars the five medal-
ist quartets of the week’s contests and
the recently-awarded best chorus in the
Society.

You can keep up with the contest results
by calling a special “‘hotline” providing a
recorded message of the latest scores.
(Remember — St. Louis is in the Central
Daylight time zone.)
